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● Nicotine is a plant alkaloid, found in the tobacco 

plant, and addictive central nervous system (CNS).(1)

● Nicotine mainly shows its action through 

specific nicotinic acetylcholine receptors located 

in brain.(2)

Mechanism of nicotine action
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Effect of nicotine on fetus
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● Nicotine concentrates in fetal blood, 
amniotic fluid, and breastmilk.(3)

● Nicotine increases maternal blood 
pressure and heart rate, with a 
concomitant reduction in uterine blood 
flow.(3)

Effect of nicotine on fetus
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What is ADHD
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● (ADHD) is Attention-deficit/hyperactivity disorder.(4)

● Is one of the most common mental disorders 

affecting children.(4)

● Is often first identified in school-aged children when 

it leads to disruption in the classroom or problems 

with schoolwork.(4)

What is ADHD
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From: Prenatal Cotinine Levels and ADHD Among Offspring 
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“The higher the nicotine levels were 
in the mother’s blood during 
pregnancy, the greater was the 
child’s risk of developing (ADHD) 
later in life”
